PURPOSE OF REPORT

To consider an application for the renewal of a corsent fo street frade.

INTRODUCTION

The Council as a Licensing Authority have power under the provision of the 1982 Act
to regulate Street Trading in the City.

A Street Trading Consent is required to trade on any Street (which inciudes roads,
footways, forecourts, or other areas to which the public have access) within the

Sheffield City Boundary.

The Licensing Commitlee at it's meeting of 29" January 2002 passed the following
resolution:

1. That under the provisions of schedule 4 of the Local Government
(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982:

(a)  all streets (which includes roads, footways, forecourts or other areas to
which the public have access) within the Sheffield City boundary, shall

be designated consent streets and;
(b)  such street trading designation shall take effact as from the 1 April

2002; and .
(c})  all previous designations in relation to street trading will be rescinded as

a result of the designation set out above.

2. The effect of this resolution is that from 1% April 2002, it will be an offence to
engage in street trading in any street or any other place identified in the above
resolution without being authorised to do so by consent from the City Council.

A Local Autherity may attach conditions to a Street Trading Consent. The conditions
may include conditions to prevent obstruction of the street and danger to persons
using the street or nuisance or annoyance.

A Street Trading Consent may only be granted for a maximum period of twalve
months.
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There is no appeal procedure against the refusal or revocation of a consent. An
applicant may, however apply for judicial review of the councils decision.

THE APPLICATION

The applicant is Mrs Linda and Mr Roger Stone and a copy of the application is
attached at Appendix ‘A’.

The application is to sell hot and cold food and hot and cold drinks during Sheffield

Tam the fetting agent for this property and write to express my concern about
the complaints made by the tenants of the shop and flat, relating to the siting of a
mobile hot food take away unit parked within a few yards of this property.

The complaints can be summarised as follows:-

A} The unit 1s parked at the Shoreham Street end of John Street on double
ellow lines every match day. The road is closed for part of this time,
however prior to the road closure the unit is towed into position well
before the road 1s closed and causes serious obstructions to the junction.

B) The mobile unit is powered by a free standing generator, positioned at the
rear of the unit, even closer to the property. The generator is very noisy
and the strong fumes are easily detectable in both the shop and the fiat.

C} Over a period of several hours, whilst the unit is being used, the combined
fumes and cooking smells make living in the flat impossible.

T am sure you witl be able to check if this unit can park in this position and

conforms with your stringent standards.
However it seems rather unreasonable that this unit can just park with no

regards to either the road safety aspect or the impact on the adjacent residents. It
seems even more unreasonable that the unit can then be towed away and the local

residents are fust left with the mess.
Whilst I appreciate this take away unit does provide a service and an income

to the local authority, a site away from a busy road junction and occupied property
would surely be more appropriate.

The application and site location was
subsequently granted to trade four hours prior, during and up to one hour after each
fixture' at all Sheffield United 1st team home fixtures, friendly's and internationals. The
