SCRAP METAL DEALERS ACT 2013 - SITE LICENCE APPLICATION 
 

4.1 The Chief Licensing Officer submitted a report to consider an 
application for a Scrap Metal Dealers Site Licence made under 
Section 1(1) of the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013 (Case No. 69/13).

Licensing Officer), Louise Slater (Solicitor to the Sub-Committee) and 
John Turner (Democratic Services). 

  
4.3 The Chair outlined the procedure which would be followed during the 

hearing. 
  
4.4 Andy Ruston presented the report to the Sub-Committee and it was 

noted that the applicant had been convicted of an offence which was 
considered to be a relevant conviction under Regulation 38 of the 
Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2010. 

  
4.5 The applicant addressed the Sub-Committee, providing information in 

terms of the conviction. 
  
4.6 RESOLVED: That the attendees involved in the application for a Scrap 

Metal Dealers Site Licence be excluded from the meeting before
