ADVICE TO MEMBERS ON DECLARING INTERESTS AT MEETINGS

If you are present at a meeting of the Council, of its executive or any committee of
the executive, or of any committee, sub-committee, joint committee, or joint sub-
committee of the authority, and you have a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest (DPI)
relating to any business that will be considered at the meeting, you must not:

o participate in any discussion of the business at the meeting, or if you become
aware of your Disclosable Pecuniary Interest during the meeting, participate
further in any discussion of the business, or

o participate in any vote or further vote taken on the matter at the meeting.

These prohibitions apply to any form of participation, including speaking as a
member of the public.

You must:

o leave the room (in accordance with the Members’ Code of Conduct)

o make a verbal declaration of the existence and nature of any DPI at any
meeting at which you are present at which an item of business which affects or
relates to the subject matter of that interest is under consideration, at or before
the consideration of the item of business or as soon as the interest becomes
apparent.

o declare it to the meeting and notify the Council’s Monitoring Officer within 28
days, if the DPI is not already registered.

If you have any of the following pecuniary interests, they are your disclosable
pecuniary interests under the new national rules. You have a pecuniary interest if
you, or your spouse or civil partner, have a pecuniary interest.

e Any employment, office, trade, profession or vocation carried on for profit or gain,
which you, or your spouse or civil partner undertakes.

e Any payment or provision of any other financial benefit (other than from your
council or authority) made or provided within the relevant period* in respect of
any expenses incurred by you in carrying out duties as a member, or towards
your election expenses. This includes any payment or financial benefit from a
trade union within the meaning of the Trade Union and Labour Relations
(Consolidation) Act 1992.

*The relevant period is the 12 months ending on the day when you tell the
Monitoring Officer about your disclosable pecuniary interests.

becomes apparent. You should leave the room if your continued presence is
incompatible with the 7 Principles of Public Life (selflessness; integrity; objectivity;
accountability; openness; honesty; and leadership).

I'm a property owner who's residential property backs onto the Street city temporary site. We have lived in
the property since July 2015 and when we brought it, it was a builder's yard to the rear.

As you are aware there has been a street food market and late night bar running there since November 2016,
with then having 4 events and another one planned under the "Street city food" banner

There has also been set up another event by "bongo bingo" which seems to be a different type of event that
requires purchasing tickets.

When the first event was on, we understood this was a one of community/charity event, which
understandingly we had no objection with. This seems to have been the case for just the first 2 events, it
now seems that the events have become a commercial enterty. Whilst we have no issues with the food
markets, the late night events do concern us, the finishing times seem to have crept from 11 to 1 130 and
now to midnight. We did not buy a property next to a night club and as such are pretty annoyed at the
frequency with which the street city events are taking place.
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Having spoken to someone (Jon round) at the noise complaints department it seems as if Street city are i l )
trying to get a permanent license. I am a little concerned that we were not informed at all by the council

about the change of use, despite our property adjoining the site.

We would also like to inform that when we brought our property our surveyor informed us that there was
Japanese knotweed on the property to the rear, which caused is alot of issues with our mortgage company,
let alone the stress that was added to our property move. Having spoken to various parties involved with the
site when it was owned by the previous owners, the knotweed was being treated via access through our
property. Since July 2015 this hasn't happened as no one has requested access through our property. Whilst I
understand this is not in your remit, I would appreciate if you could put it to the relevent parties.

Ecclesall Rd, S11 8TJ for the grant of a premises licence. We object as interested persons.

Our concerns relate to the licensing objective of prevention of public nuisance.

We are both regular attenders at St William of York Church Ecclesall Road, which is
directly next door to the premises applying for a licence. On occasions we attend our
regular quiet prayers on a Friday evening. This time of quiet has already experienced the
negative effect of direct noise from events at this venue. We also sometimes attend the
6.30pm Mass which is held every Saturday evening (for Sunday), which is one of the major
services of the week. A limit to outdoor live/recorded music to 21.00pm does not ensure
that St William’s can hold its regular services without intrusive disruption.

Parishioners take great care of the outside of the church hall and the driveway. During
and after the events held by Street City, we have already observed rubbish that has made
its way into the Church’s driveway.

At the moment the events held have been on weekends only, once every four or five weeks.
We appreciate that an area can benefit from a diverse range of events, however to have
a very limited number of events each year for restricted hours under temporary events
notices is quite different to obtaining a premises licence, allowing operation seven days a
week throughout the year. To have events throughout the week and every weekend would
have a major impact on our sacred space, for individual quiet prayer, in St William’s
church, on the ability of our community to hold services throughout the week, and also on
the use the Church Hall for events in the evenings during the week, and at weekends.

Of course we have particular concerns around the major Christian festivals. Our church al-
ready had to move its planned Carol Service on the Sunday before Christmas. The prospect
of our Good Friday or Easter Night services having to compete with live entertainment is
horrifying.

This licence if granted could herald a major change in the area, with many ramifications.
We have mentioned only those that affect us most directly. We have further concerns
around traffic flow and safe access to and from the site for the crowds involved.

I am a Parishoner and regular
partipipant at services at St William's. I attend 6.30pm Mass on Saturday evening
and the noise levels when Street City have been held previous events have been
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intrusive and significantly impacted upon my enjoyment of the service.

Traffic and Parking

The combination of the restaurants, takeways and Napoleon’s all within the vicinity
has placed a pressure upon traffic, resulting in significant congestion and parking
pressures on Ecclesall Road. The weekends when Street City has held events has
seen an even bigger impact upon congestion and problems with parking, and noise
disturbance.

The access to the site for events which will attract large crowds of people is shared with a
vehicular access to a supermarket off an extremely busy main road which already suffers
from severe traffic congestion. This is not a safe environment for large crowds of
pedestrians even under normal conditions let alone in a situation where an emergency
evacuation might be required. In an emergency there are serious risks having large crowds
on this site on top of all the other uses already operating in the area.

At the moment the events held have been on weekends only and approximately once a month. To
have such events throughout the week and every weekend will only serve to impact even further
on the quiet enjoyment of our church at St William’s and the ability of our community to hold
services throughout the week, and also to use the Church Hall for events in the evenings during
the week, and at weekends.

It should also be noted that St Williams Presbytery which immediately adjoins the site for which a
license is being sought is a residential property being the home of the Parish Priest. Life would
become pretty unbearable for the Parish Priest if this license was granted.

Further to my objection which | submitted yesterday as an 'interested person' (16th March) | have given this
application further consideration and wouid like to register three further points of concern:

Public Safety
I am surprised that even a temporary license has been granted for entertainment uses on this site with the

pedestrian access arrangement that exists - let alone the application for a permanent license. All pedestrians
accessing/egressing the venue are crammed onto a very narrow footway between the boundary wall/fence to
the church garden and the supermarket vehicular access/egress. This narrow footway tapers down to a
bottleneck of 1.475m width adjoining Ecclesall Road as shown on the attached diagram. This is dangerous
under normal access/egress conditions for an entertainment event, let alone if an emergency evacuation of
the entertainments venue is required. It is almost inevitable that pedestrians will at times spill off this
narrow footway into the vehicular access way causing a serious safety issue. I am again surprised that it is
allowed to have a single totally inadequate pedestrian access for a major entertainments venue - if an
incident occurred which blocked this access then it is not clear as to how the site would be evacuated.

Relationship of License Application to the Requirement for Planning Permission

An Application for a permanent License implies a Planning 'change of use'. As I understand it this always
requires a Planning Application to be submitted. Could you please explain the relationship of the Licensing
process with the Planning Application process and how you would intend to communicate with the City
Council's Planning Service over this Application. It would seem inappropriate to consider a license
application when it is possible that there may be major planning objections to the granting of a 'change of
use' to allow major entertainments on this site.

Posting of Notices informing us of the Intended Application for a permanent Entertainments License

The only notice that we have seen informing us of this intended license application is pinned to a wooden
fence facing the Co-op supermarket/Blenheim Reach Access Road. This is a privately owned road - in other
words it is not a Public Highway. A fellow parishioner told us this evening that she walked past this fence
about a week ago and did not see this notice - she was fairly sure that it wasn't there. To my knowledge no
immediately adjoining neighbours including both the Co-op Supermarket or the Parish of St William of
York were formally notified of this License Application. Could you please explain what the normal
procedures would be in terms of informing affected parties.

Please could you consider these additional points along with the objection which I submitted yesterday.

my property at 921 ecclesall road directly borders the site to which the premises relates to

the current site is used ad-hoc (once a month) for the free "street food” festival, but has also been setup for
an event "bongo bingo" to which tickets had to be purchased

whilst these events have been on i have complained about the late night noise as they went over whilst the
Chinese new year event was on. the site also generates a large amount of noise during the operation hours
that can be heard within our property. the usage of the site as a permanent late night facility would create
noise all week, disturbing not just us but other residents near by. once the events are then finished the
amount of noisy people leaving the site and creating a lot of noise outside the venue and also in the

surrounding area is high.

the site appears to be currently flood lit over night. whilst i can understand this may be needed for
security/insurance purposes. the need to illuminate the rear of my property surely is not needed

furthermore i would like to point out that the parking situation is abysmal whilst the events are on. the
promoter of the festivals boast quite openly on their face book page to park on the local streets. this causes
chaos as the local residents cannot park.

the site is infested with Japanese knot weed, as detailed on our survey when we brought the property (July
2015) to which we were given assurances by the owners (at the time J F Finnegan Ltd) that it was being
treated. The access to the area of the site that needed to be treated was accessed through our property
however this has never happened. we are concerned that the knot weed is not being treated and as such will
affect the potential future sale of our property as well as our neighbors

whilst we are not completely happy with the current situation of the temporary events notice it seems to
work once a month. i have outlined the concerns that we have above and as such would appreciate a
response

The access for large numbers of pedestrians arriving and leaving the venue is very narrow and potentially
unsafe; pedestrians are funnelled into a narrow footway between the boundary walt of the church and the
vehicle access to the Coop car park.

Taxis have been observed arriving to collect people from the venue by making a tight turn in this vehicle
access.

In the event of a fire is this access the only exit?

We sustained damaged to the rear wall of our parish centre at the time of the last Street City event. Large
lorries have been seen going in and out of the venue.

Please find attached a sketch of the site access given to us by a parishioner with expertise in this area.

Relating to the protection of children from harm.

The church hall is the venue for children’s activities on several evenings of the week so we have concerns
over the behaviours they may witness.

The above applicants have made an application under Section 17 Part 3 of The
Licensing Act 2009. I object to the granting of the Licence on the following grounds.

I have attended the parish church of St William of York as a parishioner, and taken part in all the
services and meetings held there on a frequent basis for the past fifty years.

With regards to the prevention of public nuisance: The proposed Licence area is for premises
very close to St William's Church and Church Hall (picture 1). The noise level generated by the
activities of live and recorded music, provision of performance of dance and boxing would make
the noise generated intrusive and disruptive from my taking part fully in Mass and my other priest-
led devotions which are often accompanied with organ music and the orchestra. These priest-led
devotions normally occur in the morning except Thursday and in the evening of Thursday, Friday
and Saturday at the ordinary weeks of the year. At special times of Advent, Christmas, Lent, Holy
Week, Good Friday, Easter-time and other feast days their occurrence is more frequent. It would be
recommended you contact Fr. John Cooke who will be pleased to supply you with a full programme
and times of devotional events through out the year. Every Friday afternoon and evening there is
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament held usually in the Garden Room, which is to the rear of the
building on the same floor as the Church proper (picture 2) Prayers and devotion in this room are
held in respectful silence.

The Hall and the York room are close to the proposed licensed area. The noise level would be
intrusive and making it difficult to socialise within the Hall and be part of coherent meetings or hold
choir practice as at Christmas in the York Room. This year for example the carol singing practice
was held on a Tuesday evening rather than the Sunday afternoon due to the noise level of a Street
City Festival taking place at the weekend.

In discussion regarding the intrusive noise level causing a public nuisance. The Licensing

Authority may require the noise level to be reduced so as not to disrupt the activities I have
mentioned above This reduction may for example, involve damping down the level of amplifiers
and instructing the live performers to reduce their vocal and instrumental output noise level.
However with regard the proposed boxing contests. Realistically, I would suggest it would be
impossible to reduce the noise of a boxing match crowd, despite efforts of doorway attendants to try
and suppress the noise of the cheering audience.

Continuing with evidence of public nuisance :- almost on a weekly basis I and other parishioners
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are picking up empty beer and lager cans that are left discarded, and sometimes with part filled beer
and lager left in the cans and placed on the the low walls, near to front entrance of the church, along
with paper and foam drinking glasses. On several occasions I have noticed the contents of a part
digested meal disgorged onto the pavement leading to the church, as well as part eaten food just left
on the pavement .

The prevention of crime and disorder. On Tuesday my wife and myself met Emma Rhodes, a
Licensing and Enforcement Officer, employed by the City Council Licensing Section. Emma
mentioned that the Police initially rejected the application until further measures were introduced by
the applicant. These measures were such as employing more door attendants, only using foam or
paper drinking glasses, adopting a zero tolerance towards the use of drugs within the proposed
licensed premises, protecting children who are using the proposed licence facilities. What I am
genuinely fearful about is that the holding of live and recorded music sessions would encourage
people who sell drugs, to use the area of the car park outside the venue. As you can see from the
photographs of the car park it would be difficult to detect people selling drugs. (3,4 and5).

I myself have found no evidence to suggest that at present the car park is being used as a drugs
market place.

I am informed by the Licensing Officer that the prolonged parking on Ecclesall Road of a large
vehicle advertising the events and the erection of large advertising billboards along side St

Williams have to be addressed by the Planning and Highways Authorities which will be carried
forward almost immediately (photos 6 and 7)

I have in formed my Local Councillor Mr. Roger Davison regarding my objection to the granting of
a Licence by Street City under Section 17 Part 3 of the Licensing Act 2003.

We understand that he’s doing his duty by canvassing opinion in reaction to this & that’s
why we feel the need to put across the other side of the story so to speak. Street City may well be a
“great enterprising initiative” but the noise & late night disturbances also mentioned are a fact & two
of the depressing factors that we, & many others, have been forced to live with for many months now.

It would be great if we were able to tell you that Street City brings a beneficial element to the
community we belong to, indeed we would like to tell you that these occasions are looked forward to
because they’re a family event, but we honestly don'’t think that’s the case. In our minds a family
event would have no need to continue until the late hour that they do & we woulid also hope that the
people running a family event for the community would demonstrate a much higher level of
community spirit & understanding when faced with concerns, & then complaints — again,
unfortunately, we have found this not to be the case.

We purchased our property, which backs onto the Street City site, two years ago when it was a
builder's yard. We experienced no issues whatsoever until the first event in October of 2016. Since
then there’s been issue after issue — mostly recurring ones like the noise & late night disturbances
that haven't been dealt with by the organisers when brought to their attention. Because of this fact
we, along with many others, have worked within the council guidelines for complaints. We have been
vocal in our support for the rejection of their premises licence application & their constant use of
TENS.

Listed below is a summary of complaints/concerns that we have raised:
e The first event involved loud music as well as a ridiculously loud & lengthy firework display, the

debris of which littered the surrounding area with no subsequent clean-up to be seen.
1
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We also question it in terms of listening to the community they supposedly serve. Strangely, any
replies to recent Facebook posts on the Street City page that are anything but positive suddenly
disappear! We would argue that they are promoting a one-sided story & shouldn’t be afraid to be
questioned but should be held accountable. When we pointed out that posts seemed to have been
removed (including a screenshot of the missing replies), this then disappeared & we are no longer
able to comment on their Facebook page.

The staff and management of the Co-Op supermarket do not appear to be particularly enamoured
with their Street City neighbours either, as every time an event is held attendees use their limited car
parking also. We've been informed that litter is also an issue as well as inappropriate behaviour by
revellers!

We feel that it is also a concern how they’ve been able to use TEN after TEN to arrange regular
events. Whilst the council have now halted this, & therefore temporarily helped to remove the
annoyance of the late night events (Jonathan Round, Environmental Health Officer & Michael
Johnson, Principal Planning Office), our worry is that the late night events will return & be longer,
later & more regular than previous. We objected to the application for a full license for the site and will
continue to do so. We hope you can understand & appreciate our plight & the plight of many others.

In conclusion, & to return to Clir. Mohammed’s original questionnaire, we've experienced many
issues with Street City, any possible benefits it may have for the community are far outweighed by
the detrimental effects & the poor management of it's addition to the area. We have had consultation
with the council regarding this topic but only because we’ve contacted them due to our concerns — we
would like to point out that the people we have dealt with thus far within the council have been very
helpful. We have lots of issues with noise/disturbance from Street City & we DO NOT want it to
continue in its previous form — some very simple changes would be able to turn it into a real
community/family event. Unfortunately, we doubt very much whether this would even be an option as
far as Street City are concerned. Perhaps if they’d consulted with the residents & local businesses
before the start of their operations & actually listened this could all have been avoided. Finally, we
always vote in the election!
