The
aim of pupil premium is to provide additional funds to help close the existing
attainment gap between pupils from disadvantaged and more affluent
backgrounds

1.2The Pupil Premium Task & Finish Group was established in December 2013
by the Children, Young People & Family Support Scrutiny & Policy
Development Committee to undertake a short term review into the use of
pupil premium and its impact on attainment in Sheffield Primary Schools.
