Notice under Section 5: Notice of Decisions to be taken in Private 
 
 
Pursuant to Regulation 5 of the Local Authorities (Executive Arrangements) 
(Meetings and Access to Information) (England) Regulations 2012, I hereby give 
notice of:- 
 
The intention of the Cabinet to take, partly in private session, a key decision on the 
Business Services Sourcing Strategy at its meeting on 12 November 2014 
 
The reasons for taking the decision in private are as follows:- 
 
The appendices to the Report “Business Services Sourcing Strategy” contain exempt 
information under Paragraph 3 of Schedule 12A of the Local Government Act 1972 
(as amended).  Those appendices will not therefore be made available to the public. 
 
It is anticipated that Cabinet will be able to discuss the Report and make a decision 
in public.  However, if it becomes necessary to discuss the content of the appendices 
this discussion will need to take place in private. 
 
Whilst it has not been possible to give 28 days’ notice of the possible need for the 
meeting to go into private session in accordance with Regulation 5 (2) of the Local 
Authorities (Executive Arrangements) (Meetings and Access to Information) 
(England) Regulations 2012, the agreement of the Lord Mayor has been obtained in 
accordance with Regulation 5 (6).
