The report was published on 23 August 2023 and OFSTED have determined that 
Lifelong Learning and Skills is a Good service overall with some Outstanding 
areas.

This is the first time that the Council’s Lifelong Learning and Skills provision has 
achieved outstanding areas within an OFSTED inspection, and we are proud of 
this achievement and what it means for the people of Sheffield who we support.
