This scheme is the introduction of a parking scheme at Rother Valley Country Park (Rother Valley Way, Meadow Gate Avenue
and Owlthorpe Greenway). The scheme will formalise on-street parking with the introduction of parking bays and parking
restrictions. The scheme will also provide some improvements for pedestrian and cyclists.

The parking scheme is acimed at improving access in the area and will look to address the types of parking that occurs near
junctions and on footways predominantly because of visitors to Rother Valley Country Park. This will prevent parking in
unsuitable places, such as pavements and provide a pedestrian refuge. This will result in a safer more pleasant environment for
residents, pedestrians, and cyclists.

It will also provide formalised on-street parking spaces and improve access to Rother Valley Park for visitors. This will encourage
use of the country park for outdoor activities such as walking and cycling which will improve health and wellbeing. The overall
impact of these projects on carbon emissions is considered broadly neutral, with the possiblity of a small positive impact in
